The latest version (as of 2004) of this website is a comprehensive resource for information on nuclear weapons. It is divided into major sections: science, history, library, media, and almanac. The science section is subdivided into the topics of atomic physics, nuclear fission, nuclear fusion, effects of nuclear weapons, and scenarios of nuclear explosions. Components of the history section include the Manhattan Project, the first nuclear reactor, the Trinity test, and nuclear weapons facilities. The library has a glossary, about 40 biographical sketches, the contents of approximately 75 original documents, summaries of arms control treaties from 1959 to 2002 with links to full texts, a timeline, a teacher's guide, web links, and book reviews. The media component has photographs, a video, six animations, and ten maps. Finally the almanac includes sections on nuclear facilities, weapon stockpiles, nuclear forces, test sites, and accidents involving nuclear weapons. The home page also features a “This Month in Atomic History” section. A useful bibliography, and good maps and animated pictures round out the extensive website, and the teacher’s guide helps to make the site suitable for college and high school level courses. A companion CD ROM produced by A.J. Software and Multimedia contains more in-depth information, photographs and documents.

It also provides access to the Nuclear Notebook, a reliable source of information on nuclear weapons and weapons facilities worldwide. The website presents research of Carnegie experts, news, conference reports, reviews of publications, and briefs. The project’s website provides a thorough reading list for a general overview of WMD but also recommends titles for specific topics such as terrorism, missile defense, chemical and biological weapons. The Center engages in a variety of legislative outreach programs with Congress and the Russian Duma and has hosted numerous export control training programs for foreign scientists, policymakers, and civil servants. CNS is the largest nongovernmental organization focused solely on researching nonproliferation.  In coordination with the Nuclear Threat Initiative (NTI), it compiles the databases listed below (accessible through the NTI website, www.nti.org).  In addition, CNS is organized into five research programs: the Chemical and Biological Weapons Nonproliferation Program, the East Asia Nonproliferation Program, the International Organization and Nonproliferation Program, the Newly Independent States Nonproliferation Program, and the WMD Terrorism Research Program.  CNS also produces an Education Resource Guide, which includes tutorials on various WMD topics as well as an annotated, searchable collection of nonproliferation internet sites.  


ChemBio Weapons and WMD Terrorism News Archive.  

The ChemBio Weapons and WMD Terrorism News Archive is compiled from the tri-weekly news service offered by the Washington office of the CNS. This news listserve archive consists of links to and key excerpts from articles, testimony, newspaper and magazine articles, government reports, speeches and specialized news reporting services. Topics covered include chemical and biological weapons (CBW) state programs, nonproliferation treaties and verification measures, destruction of CBW, incidents involving chemical, biological, radiological, and nuclear weapons (CBRN) including, threats, hoaxes, international contaminations, poisonings or agent release, threat assessment, national and international policies, and legislation (CNS).
Newly Independent States (NIS) Nuclear and Missile Database.  This database provides information on the nuclear infrastructure and nonproliferation policies of the NIS of the former Soviet Union and is updated monthly by the staff of NIS Nonproliferation Program, a branch of CNS at the Monterrey Institute for International Studies.  
NIS Nuclear Trafficking Abstracts Database.  Since 1991 this database, compiled by researchers at the CNS, has kept an ongoing record of incidents of trafficking of nuclear and radio active material both in and out of the NIS.  

Nuclear and Missile Development Database tracks proliferation developments in various regions of the world.  Most of the over 350 English and foreign language sources date from 1985 and 2000.  As of 2002 the information on this database, compiled by CNS researchers has been archived. 
The Weapons of Mass Destruction Terrorism Research Program (WMDTRP) studies the use and potential use of chemical, biological, radiological, nuclear, and other unconventional weapons by non-state actors. Its research focuses on the motivational aspects of terrorism in the WMD context and seeks to clarify why and how terrorists use such weapons. In addition to engaging in in-depth, multidisciplinary studies, producing educational materials and programs, and conducting community outreach on WMD terrorism related issues, the program maintains the Monterey WMD Terrorism Database – the largest unclassified catalog of worldwide incidents involving the attempted acquisition, possession, threat and use of unconventional weapons by non-state actors (CNS). 

The Newly Independent States (NIS) Nonproliferation Program has established a multi-disciplinary community of nonproliferation specialists throughout the former Soviet Union. The program provides training and research opportunities to this community, supports the introduction of nonproliferation courses and material in the universities of Soviet successor states, facilitates the integration of NIS specialists into the broader group of international nonproliferation experts, and publishes timely material about post-Soviet proliferation developments. The NIS Nonproliferation Program also maintains the most comprehensive, unclassified computer database on nuclear issues involving the former Soviet Union (CNS).

The Chemical and Biological Weapons (CBW) Nonproliferation Program monitors the proliferation of chemical and biological weapons and develops strategies for halting and reversing their spread. Current research activities include: overcoming obstacles to chemical and biological disarmament in Russia; assessing motivations for CBW acquisition by states and terrorist groups; and monitoring chemical, biological, and radiological terrorism (CNS).

The East Asia Nonproliferation Program (EANP) is building a community of nonproliferation specialists in East Asia by introducing new courses in universities on arms control and nonproliferation; training government officials, journalists, research analysts, and professors in nonproliferation issues through its visiting fellows program; and linking a new generation of East Asian professionals to the international community of nonproliferation specialists. EANP conducts extensive research studies on nonproliferation issues affecting East Asia and operates a comprehensive open-source electronic database on Chinese arms control and nonproliferation developments (CNS).

The International Organizations and Nonproliferation Program (IONP) conducts research and policy analysis on the new roles and activities of international organizations as they deal with emerging proliferation concerns. The program currently focuses on the review processes of the Nuclear Non-Proliferation Treaty and the Biological and Toxin Weapons Convention to prepare policymakers for future review conferences of these treaties.   It is also responsible for publishing the Inventory of International Nonproliferation Organizations and Regimes, which is made publicly accessible on the CNS website (CNS).
